In 2009, CUMAC gave the
equivalent of 471,000
meals to over 31,400 cli-
ents. Thisis a 25% in-
crease from 2008, which
had previously seen our
highest level of need.

As more people fall prey
to economic hardship
during 2010, the number
of people coming to us in
need continues to rise.
